You can print this web page or you can download 
the details of the events in Adobe format by clicking the appropriate cell in the download column of the table. 
There are also links to download a copy of this email, the booking form and the organisers’ guide. If you prefer 
to download everything in one go, there is a link for you to do that also. You can download the booking form in 
Adobe or Word format. If you don’t have a copy of Adobe Reader, you can enter “Adobe Reader” into Google 
and select one of the free download options. 

The website is provided free through Microsoft Office Live, so there must be some limitations. If you can’t 
access the site at peak times, please try again later. If you have a problem linking to an event page and 
downloading any document or documents, please let me know and I will send it or them to you as attachments 
as quickly as I can. If you are not sufficiently familiar with the internet to access the website or to download 
documents, please tell me and I’ll add your name to the list of members, who receive hard copies. I may 
grumble about the cost of postage etc., but it is important to me that you should receive all the details of our 
events. 

I still maintain the REMS webpage in the IOP website. You can reach it from the London & SE Branch web 
page at london.iop.org (again no www.) and clicking on Retired Members. It is controlled by the IOP, hence 
its geeky look, and is updated at the beginning of each quarter. It is primarily intended for branch members, 
who want to see what we do. I don’t update it until after the last event of the current quarter. 

REMS visits secretary 

In my last letter, I announced that I would be retiring next year after 3 years as secretary. No one has come 
forward. 

This is the third last mailing, which I shall be producing. We need one or more people to take over the job in 
time to produce the August 2010 mailing. I’ve written “one or more”, because I think that the job can be split 
between liaising with organisers and liaising with members. The secretary is not responsible for ensuring that 
there are enough events in a quarter; members come forward with proposals to organise all the events. We may 
have 12 events as in the last quarter or 6 as in this quarter. The secretary must be sufficiently familiar with 
computers to be able to handle emails and maintain the database of members and events. If you are interested in 
knowing more about what the job entails, please contact me. 

Emails 

I have 2 email addresses, reinalt@physics.org and reinaltvw@googlemail.com You can use either, but I 
always reply from the googlemail address. If you don’t receive some emails, which you are expecting from me, 
it could be because they have gone into your junk or spam folders or because you haven’t told me that you’ve 
changed your email address. If the former, please add my email address to your safe or trusted senders list. 
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I always reply to or acknowledge emails sent to me, except when there is obviously no need. So if you don’t 
receive a reply, when you expect one, please email me again or telephone me. 

Method of allocation of places on visits 

I will be allocating places to visits on about the 30th November according to your orders of preference (not the 
order of receipt of your application). Most people are allocated their first choice and many people get their 
second choice. This is why it is important that you fill in the order of preference column and only use each 
number once. 1 is first preference, 2 is second preference, etc. If you don’t do this, you may not get on your 
preferred visits. There is no need to enter an order of preference in the cells, which already contain zero. 

The easiest way to return the booking form is to download the Word version, fill it in using Word and attach it 
to an email to me. Otherwise download either version, fill it in and mail or email it to me at the above address. 

After the above date, I suggest that you contact me first to check the availability of places. If you telephone and 
we’re out, you may leave a message on the ansafone, but please speak your name and telephone number clearly 
and slowly enough for my defective ears to hear them properly. When an event is full, I’ll maintain a waiting 
list and use that to fill any cancellations. You will be able to see if there is a waiting list by looking at the events 
table on my REMS page, although I must confess that I haven’t updated it much this quarter. 

Paying for visits 

You can either send me: 
one cheque with the words “Not more than £” and a maximum amount, when you return the booking form 
(this is our preferred method, because it reduces the number of credits, which I have to make); 
one cheque for the total amount, when you receive your allocations from me; 
one cheque for each visit, when you return the booking form, and I will tear up all cheques for visits, on 
which you didn’t get a place. 

I really would prefer you not to send me a cheque with the total amount written in along with the booking form. 
It is highly probable that you won’t get on all your selected visits and you’ll end up having a credit with REMS. 

All cheques should be made payable to the IOP.

National Measurement Office (previously the National Weights & Measures Laboratory) 

and Kneller Hall 
on Thursday 21 January 2010 

 
This visit has been organised by George Freeman. 
The National Measurement Office is responsible for all scientific, legal and trade measurements ensuring that all 
measurements are accurate, legal and fair to buyers and sellers.  It covers various laboratories such as the National 
Physical Laboratory, where Roger Voles has organized a day’s tour in February, the Assay Office, where we have 
been, some of the work of the Laboratory of the Government Chemist, where we will be visiting later in the year, 
NEL and the National Weights and Measures Laboratory, the commercial arm of NMO.  NMO runs the National 
Measurement System which determines the work of the above National Measurement Institutes ensuring world 
class measurements, science and technology. 
 
There has been some form of standards in this country for many centuries where standards were issued to markets 
for length, weight and volume.  When these were changed the old standards were withdrawn.  The system as we 
know it was started by Elizabeth I in an act of 1574.  This became more formal and led to the establishment of 
National Weights and Measures Laboratory.  Today, local authorities via their trading offices get their standards 
from NWML.  We will be given an introduction to the system and will see the NWML calibration work and 
equipment testing such as gas, electricity, petrol meters, etc.  TW11 0JZ, for map see www.nmo.gov.uk 
 
Kneller Hall  is the Army School of Music where the musicians are trained.  There has been a house on the site 
from Georgian times but the present building is Victorian.  Before 1854 bands were hired but George, Duke of 
Cambridge, set up a coordinated system for the training of military musicians.  This was in 1857 in Kneller Hall.  
We will hear the history of the house and the school, and see the Hall, the museum and the chapel.  Our guide will 
be Major (retired) Roger Swift.  TW2 7DU,   www.army.mod.uk/music

VISIT TO THE NATIONAL PHYSICAL LABORATORY 

 
Wednesday, 17th February 

 
This visit has been organised by Roger Voles. 
 
As members may know, the National Physical Laboratory is now a “GOCO” – a government-owned, 
company-operated organisation.  It is operated on behalf of the Department for Innovation, Universities 
and Skills (DIUS) by a subsidiary of the Serco Group. 
 
In addition to its traditional and acclaimed role in measurement standards, it is now also a centre of 
excellence for  providing measurement services in many other areas including materials science, 
acoustics, microwaves and the environment. 
 
After coffee from 10:30, the meeting will commence at 11:00 with an introduction to the NPL as it is 
today by Dr Kamal Hossain, the Director, Research & International.  This will be followed by further 
presentations on the caesium fountain clock and the knowledge generated and transferred from the NPL 
and its value to the customers.  After a sandwich lunch at about 13:00, we shall divide into small groups 
for tours of a number of laboratories, probably including the anechoic chamber and those reaearching 
nanotechnology, surface analysis and adaptive radiotherapy.  The visit will conclude with a concluding 
discussion over coffee at about 15:00.  The visit is expected to finish no later than 15:30.  
 
The NPL are kindly providing their services gratis and they have waived the normal room charge so that 
the only cost will be for refreshments and lunch and the £2 REMS admin charge.

Visit to The National Theatre and Lambeth Palace 

Thursday 4th March 2010 
 

This visit has been organised by John Temple 
 
The waiting list for visits to Lambeth Palace is long so this is an opportunity not to be missed. Combined as it is 
with a backstage tour of the National Theatre, it promises to be an interesting and informative day. 
 
NATIONAL THEATRE 
Founded and built in 1962 on London’s South Bank, eleven years after the Festival of Britain, The National 
Theatre contains three diverse auditoria, the Olivier, Lyttelton and Cottesloe Theatres. The Olivier, named after 
the National Theatre’s first director, Laurence Olivier, (later Sir Laurence and then Lord Olivier) has an open 
stage with seating for more than 1000 people. The Lyttelton (after Oliver Lyttelton, Viscount Chandos, first 
chairman of the National Theatre) has a proscenium stage with seating for 890. And the Cottesloe is a studio 
with three tiers and flexible staging and seating for around 300. Lord Cottesloe was chairman of the South Bank 
Board from 1962 to 1977. 
Our tour will take us backstage of all three theatres. 
The National Theatre also puts on exhibitions in the foyers and live music before performances. As well as 
backstage tours, it arranges outdoor events in the summer. It has a well stocked bookshop and a choice of 
places to eat and drink.

London Loop 10 Moor Park to Hatch End

The definitive guide, “The London Loop” was written by David Sharp, list price £12.99. This guide 
contains maps, directions, detailed descriptions of the local scenery and facilities on the route. This 
section takes us from Moor Park to Hatch End approximately 5 miles.  

This will be a comparatively short section to warm us after our winter hibernation, and just before the 
clocks change. It is a very green section, with little road walking.  After crossing Sandy Lodge Golf 
Course, the route snakes through woodlands separating South Oxhey from Northwood and Pinner.  It then 
crosses farmland around the little community of Pinnerwood, where you walk between charming cottages 
with well-kept ponds and lawns. Watch out for Pinnerwood House (home of author Edward Bulwer

VISIT TO THE CITY OF OXFORD 

on Wednesday 31st March 2010 

This visit has been organised by Kate and David Crennell. 

OUP Museum, green men and sundials of Oxford 

 
This walking tour takes in two parts of Oxford, which are not available to the casual tourist, the museum of the 
Oxford University Press and the Pocock sundial in Christ Church. We will see green men, other sundials, the 
former home of the OUP and end the tour at the Museum of the History of Science in Broad Street with its 
collection of old scientific instruments including portable sundials and historic clocks. 
Timetable 
10:30 Meet at the reception in the main entrance of the OUP in Great Clarendon Street. You can use the facilities 
of their coffee shop and relax after your journey before the start of the tour. 
10:50 The tour start. It will be led by their archivist Dr Michael Maw. We will see their old printing equipment, 
learn about the problems of printing mathematics in physics text books, see a short film showing the history of 
printing in Oxford which started in 1478 and have a chance to browse in their library, where they may have books 
on sale. The tour lasts about an hour an a half. Afterwards, the OUP have kindly agreed that we can buy lunch at 
modest prices in their cafeteria, where you can get soup, salads, sandwiches or a hot meal. 
13:00 We walk through the district of Jericho, past the former St. Paul's church and the houses, where the printers 
lived, to Green College entrance on the Woodstock Road, where weather permitting, we can see their sundial 
telling the time. We can also see the outside of the recently cleaned old Radcliffe observatory building, the Tower 
of the 4 winds, built in 1773. We may be able to see inside, no telescopes, but perhaps an art exhibition. 
14:00 We walk on past the sundial near St. Giles Church and on past some Victorian green men to Christ Church 
to see more sundials and earlier green men in the cathedral cloisters. 
15:45 We leave Christ Church to walk to Broad Street to see the first home of the OUP printers. 
16:00 We arrive at the end of the tour at the Museum of the History of Science to browse at our leisure amongst 
the exhibits. They usually have portable sundials on the ground floor and some window sundials on the staircase. I 
have not asked for a guide to show us round, because I think members have different interests and would prefer to 
get closer to their chosen exhibits, before the museum closes at 5pm. 
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Travel details 
Bring an umbrella and also binoculars to see the green men high up on the buildings. 
You are advised to use public transport. Driving in central Oxford is very difficult and parking extremely 
expensive, even if you can find a space. 'Park and Ride' facilities on the outskirts now have free parking. 
Pensioners Bus Passes are honoured on the buses into the city, which run roughly every 10 minutes. 'Cheap Day' 
rail tickets from London to Oxford are usually available at modest prices or there are frequent express buses from 
Victoria Coach Station to Oxford bus station. 
A useful map can be found on the OUP website at http://www.oup.co.uk/contactus/ukoffices . It has a street 
plan of Central Oxford showing the railway and bus stations, 'Park and Ride' bus stops and a smaller scale road 
map. The map below is a section of this map. 
Please note that the OUP main entrance is reached by a flight of about 20 steps from Great Clarendon Street. Any 
members, who have difficulty climbing steps, should send us their names so that we can arrange entry for them at 
the old entrance in Walton Street (photograph above). It is a flatter route, but further from the coffee shop.
